Presentation synopsis:

Subject is FIATECH’s Accelerating Deployment of ISO 15926 project (ADI).

FIATECH is an industry consortium that provides global leadership in identifying and accelerating the development, demonstration, and deployment of fully integrated and automated technologies to deliver the highest business value throughout the life cycle of all types of capital projects.  For cost conscious executives under pressure to select the best technologies to improve their bottom line, FIATECH is the capital projects industry-action group that makes the highest impact on delivering successful enterprise connectivity and work-site technology solutions, because our member-driven projects produce the most comprehensive collection of technology assets available from any industry organization.

The ISO 15926 WIP is near completion.  It is a standard for the oil, gas, power, and chemical production facilities to integrate and store lifecycle data, and provide interoperability across all software tools used throughout the lifecycle of a constructed facility.  Facilities like these can operate for as long as 30 years and the standard aims to be able to integrate the data for these kinds of periods, and account for constantly changing software versions and methods.  Engineering and procurement is done by many companies within one project.  The standard’s methodologies enable them to work in an integrated but distributed environment keeping data ownership at the originator.

The FIATECH ADI project brings together 33 companies (plant owners, EPC contractors, software solution providers, and other industry associations) within FIATECH to provide the industry with software tools and training for the ISO 15926 WIP.  It started in 2006 and will be completed in 2008.  The tools can be used by domain matter experts and equipment and software engineers to integrate the systems of their companies with the standard ISO 15926 core models.  Software source code and training materials are donated into the public domain.
