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Abstract: Product lifecycle management is the concept of managing information representing different aspects of a product throughout its lifetime. Many applications are used during the many phases a product goes through and it is essential that relevant portions of this information be stored in a form that is independent of the application that created it. 

Contractual data interchange specifications are being developed as a means of defining what data a business process expects to receive from a preceding process using the language of an open data standard. This allows companies to describe their business processes without any dependency on the applications that support these processes. 

If the application does not already provide a translator for storing data in an open data standard like PLCS or ISO 15926, then an adaptor must be developed so that the application can plug into the process. This presentation will cover EPM’s approach for specifying and implementing adaptors that target open data standards.
